Directly supports evacuees to become self-sufficient in their new home state, 

serves as main KOI point of contact for an evacuee and their host 

 

Fundraising & Community Outreach Committee members 

Identifies or creates and participates in fundraising opportunities and/or 

community events 

 

Community Liaison 

Accompanies evacuees to appointments, functions, and/or activities as possible to 

help them feel safe and welcome in their new community
